THE COMMITTEE ON CIVIL LIBERTIES, JUSTICE AND HOME AFFAIRS 

submits the following resolution to the model European Parliament.
Resolution on the question of children’s safety on the Internet.

The Model European Parliament Baltic Sea Region,

A. Alarmed by the influence of harmful material on children such as
a. Explicit contents (e.g. violent and pornographic material), 

b. Billable sites with unclear charging conditions,

c. Inappropriate language 

on the Internet.
B. Realizing the potential of bad consequences for children like:

a. health problems,
b. mental problems (e.g. lack of social competence)
C. Noting with deep concern the high rate of pedophiles having unlimited and anonymous access to the Internet and an option to contact children.

D. Fully aware of the fact that many children
 are exposed to net-bullying
 and consequently being affected mentally.
E. Disturbed by the fact, that children with no awareness of the consequences, distribute personal information via the Internet.
F. Alarmed by the generation gap and different points of view on the Internet which can lead to the lack of parental awareness. 
G. Recognizing the fact that more and more children become addicted to the Internet.
H. Taking into account the lack of knowledge concerning the Internet among children
a. children,

b. parents.
I. Affirming the fact that the information which is put on the Internet is permanent.
J. Bearing in mind the national differences regarding the perceptions of Internet usage.
1. Reminds of the already existing EU campaigns
 and recommends the support of safe chat rooms
 by an EU-wide campaign 4S
 which should be supported and improved by:

a. TV commercials and advertisements linked to frequently visited sites, 

b. informative flyers to every household,
c. merchandising.
2. Expresses its appreciation for experts visiting schools
 with an informative purpose concerning the Internet.
3. Supports everyone working with children
 to be given more informative education about Internet habits, addiction among children and the prevention against it.
4. Calls for a weekly presence of psychologists in every school.
5. Draws the attention to the matter of pedophilia on the Internet.
6. Urges police authorities to direct further attention towards online pedophile activity.
7.  Expresses its appreciation towards the work of online communities, e.g. Nuorten Netti in Finland, to help children and parents deal with the problems, caused by the Internet.
8. Requests to find the dialogue with the communities used by children to set up security guidelines:
a. approves of check questions that warn of the possible risks that accompany uploading material to the Internet,
b. recommends to set up moral guidelines,
c. urges to introduce a function for the users to report harmful material.

9. Further requests to mark these communities with a logo
.

10. Reminds that security programs
, provided to schools by safer Internet Organization, need to be improved.

11. Trusts in an international research base
 to which the member states can contribute their knowledge about children’s use of the Internet.

12. Instructs the President to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers.
