COMMITTEE ON ENVIRONMENT, PUBLIC HEALTH AND FOOD SAFETY

submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament.
Resolution on the question of ecological threats arising from the project of the gas pipeline across the Baltic Sea.
The Model European Parliament Baltic Sea Region,
A. Deeply concerned that the lack of trust between Russia and Europe is both widespread and apparent;
B. Taking into account the possible dependency on Russia’s gas and the following political effects this could cause;
C. Noting with regret that the information concerning the environmental effects on the Baltic sea is both insufficient and unclear;
D. Taking into consideration that not every country around the Baltic sea would use or be able to use the pipeline as an energy supply;
E. Fully alarmed by the possible environmental consequences that the construction and later deterioration of the pipeline might cause;
F. Realizing that natural gas is not a long-term energy solution;
G. Convinced that natural gas is more environmentally-friendly than other fossil fuels;

H. Taking into account that the pipeline could become a possible target for terrorist attacks;
I. Noting with approval that the pipeline could be economically beneficial for the European Union both in a long and short term perspective;
1. Calls upon an increased cooperation between the member of states of the European Union and Russia, which can be achieved by giving funds to companies that cooperate, for example, by a jointly funded scientific project;
2. Encourages that in a long term perspective even more renewable energy sources should be used in the future by the EU in order to achieve more independency from both fossil fuels and foreign suppliers;
3. Suggests that a share of the profit is spent on further research to increase the efficiency of renewable energy;
4. Urges that a non-European unbiased company analyses the data
 already acquired in order to produce a reliable report concerning the possible environmental effects;
5. Supports the creation of a fee which the involved gas companies are obligated to pay to the countries whose territory the pipeline crosses;
6. Demands that the pipeline should be built using environmentally friendly methods and materials;
7. Further reminds that a long term energy solution for the Baltic Sea Region is guaranteed by the “Agenda 21 Baltic Sea Region”
;
8. Strongly recommends that an international security force protects the pipeline from possible sabotages during the construction financed by the gas companies;
9. Further requests that after the completion the onshore pipeline should be secured by the gas companies;
10. Approves that a recommendation
 concerning making the construction of the pipeline economically beneficial should be developed;

11. Instructs the President to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and to the Council of Ministers.
