THE COMMITTEE ON FOREIGN AFFAIRS, SECURITY AND DEFENCE

submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament.
Resolution on the question of the American National Missile Defence system in Poland and the Czech Republic and its effect on the EU-Russia relations.
The Model European Parliament Baltic Sea Region,
A. Deeply concerned about the possible harmful influence of the MDS
 on all relations between the EU-countries, Russia and the USA,
B. Realizing that there is a lack of communication between the EU, Russia and the USA,
C. Believing that there is a lack of information about the aim of the MDS especially concerning Russia who feels threatened by it,
D. Observing that the multilateral obligations between Poland, Czech Republic and the USA already exist,
E. Noting with regret that the EU has not got its own uniformed foreign policy concerning the issue of the MDS,
F. Having examined the past, the MDS could create a worldwide arms race,
G. Keeping in mind that Russia has threatened to improve their own already existing MDS in Kaliningrad which would result in a similar situation as during the Cold War,
H. Alarmed by the fact that Europe would be even more military dependent on the USA than it is now,
I. Considering the fact that Malta, Cyprus, Southern Italy, Romania and Bulgaria would not be fully protected by the MDS,
J. Fully aware of the fact that MDS is American which raises the question on how much the EU is involved in taking meaningful decisions about it,
K. Keeping in mind the contradicting opinions between the governments’ and Polish and Bohemian local communities’
 on the MDS,
1. Encourages Russia to participate in the discussions about the project
;
2. Emphasizes the need of the USA being clearer about the details concerning the MDS by supporting a new contract
 between the EU, Russia and the USA;
3. Supports further communication especially between the nations controlling nuclear weapons to prevent misunderstandings and confusions;
4. Urges Poland, the Czech Republic and Russia to cooperate with their defense systems;
5. Requests the USA to demilitarize other less important military bases in Europe in order to build the MDS;
6. Supports the idea of the EU building an extension of the MDS in order to protect the whole Europe fully;
7. Authorizes the department N.E.R.D.
 to handle the needed support in Poland and the Czech Republic;
8. Calls for organizing a campaign about the MDS for the local communities
;
9. Further recommends the Common Foreign and Security Policy agencies of the EU
 and the Committee on Foreign Affairs of the EU to discuss the issue of the MDS in order to clarify the security and the defense policy concerning the MDS;
10. Suggests a common supervision of the MDS operations by legates from the USA, Russia and the EU-countries;
11. Confirms that actions concerning the whole Europe must be approved by the Council of the European Union;
12. Instructs the President to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers.
