1. Committee on Foreign affairs

The question of the EU role in the conflict in Chechnya
The war in Chechnya has not only killed tens of thousands of civilians but has also been an obstacle to the relationship between Russia and the EU. In several common statements the EU and Russia have expressed the need to deal with the political violence and violation of human rights that is widespread in the area but it is clear that these intentions have failed. The task of the committee is therefore to explore the EU role in promoting stable peace in the Chechen republic.
