1. Committee on Foreign Affairs

Relations between EU member states as well as EU’s neighbouring countries 

How to improve the relations between neighbouring countries inside the EU as well as EU’s outer neighbours. Keep in mind the integration of different nations.

2. Committee on Economic and Monetary Affairs

The question of the need to develop EU economic competitiveness in the face of US and Asian competition

Examine the issue of research and development and developing knowledge-based economy in order to improve EU’s competitiveness.

3. Committee on the Environment, Public Health and Food Safety 

The question of energy politics.

Examine the issue of energy politics of EU countries, with emphasis on using alternative energy. Be aware of the German – Russian gas pipe that will be planted at the bottom of the Baltic Sea.

4. Committee on Constitutional Affairs 

The question of how to bridge the gap between the EU institutions and the EU citizens

How could EU procedures be made more transparent? Keep in mind the structure of the EU.

5. Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs

The question of integration in western societies of large numbers of immigrants with diverse religions and cultural traditions

Should the EU develop a common policy in response to the problems of integrating large numbers of immigrants who may have distinctive and diverse religious and cultural traditions? How should the EU regulate its labour market keeping in mind the immigrants?
