3. Comittee on Civil liberties, Justice and Home Affairs

The question of the limits of freedom of speech and of freedom of the press. How can freedom of speech be maintained/developed in societies with social tension and unrest in the form of clashes between cultures/religions?

A. Recognizing that the EU is a place of freedom, security and justice,

B. Expressing satisfaction of the EU’s influence on the Turkish media landscape,

C. Alarmed by censorship and the lack of security for journalists all over the world,

D. Deeply disturbed about the unsafety of demonstrators and disrespect of basic human rights during demonstrations,

E. Noting with concern the lack of clarity concerning limitations of freedom of press,

F. Fully aware of the fact that the EU is confronted with culture clashes caused by the diversity of religions and the national or the historical differences in Europe,

G. Notes that serious journalism is more and more being replaced by „infotainment”  due to the fact that marketing strategies have more importance that the intention to inform the public,
1.Calls for all EU member states to maintain and further develop fundamental freedom, 

2. Further invites others countries to follow the positive example of Turkey’s improvements on its media landscape,

3. Encourages the EU: 


3.1. To put pressure on countries that prevent freedom of the press, for example by implementing a trading embargo,


3.2. Support an NGO (like World press Freedom Committee, that protects journalists and distribute their articles after having proved their accuracy) by giving financial help, 

4.Urges for a proper investigations concerning the violations of human rights, 

5. Recommends the EU member states to establish a legislation, taking the Norwegian legislation in the field as a role model and further include a paragraph about religion, 
6. Invites the Eu to introduce a code of conduct for journalists, defining the issues that need to be teated sensibily, 

7. Encourages to improve the education on different religions and cultures in school, 

8. Reminds all citizens to tolerate and respect people with different ethnical backgrounds, 

9. Requests the European citizens to be more critical towards the media, 

10. Futher reminds the media that they have a responsability to provide people with objective information,

11. Instructs the President to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the council of Ministers.
