5. Committee on Education and Life-long Learning
The question of how to promote mobility among people, and how to acquire intercultural competences to be able to navigate in a globalised world

A. Fully aware of the fact that there is a lack of information and knowledge, about the EU and the education it provides, among young people,
B. Alarmed by the fact that young people have financial problems concerning exchanges,

C. Aware of the social problems among young people during exchange programs,
D. Aware of the fact that discrimination appears during an exchange and keeps the youth from traveling,
E. Expresses its appreciation towards the existing life-long learning programs,

F. Takes note of the fact that young people leave school and do not return, due to diverse circumstances,

G. Aware of the fact that students study abroad to apply for jobs in their native countries,
H. Deeply disturbed by the fact that mobility is restrained because VISAs are not easily accessible and applying for them is time consuming when a student is about to study or work within the EU,
I. Having considered that the diplomas within the EU are not comparable because of the differences in grade systems,

J. Disturbed by the fact that governments in EU-countries are willing to establish “common schools”
,
K. Having devoted attention towards students that face health problems and an unwillingness to attend school due to the fact that the schools lack comfort and quality needed to stimulate them in their studies,

1. Encourages teachers to take the responsibility to inform students about participation in mobility programs,

2. Draws the attention to the necessity of gathering people in interest clubs to make sure that the information about EU reaches out to the public, 
3. Proclaims that the lack of information and knowledge about the EU is passed to the committee 4 on Constitutional Affairs,
4. Requests the EU Commission to inform students through the media,
5. Suggests the EU Commission to financially support exchanges for young people to other EU countries,
6. Urges financial support to the existing life-long learning programs
 of the EU,

7. Recommends communication between the students’ parents, host families and the organizers before the exchange starts,
8. Requests that the European Commission implements certain living standards for exchange students,

9. Suggests that the education programs, improve their communication, their teambuilding and their preparation courses for participating students,

10. Requests that the EU continues its work against discrimination, for example, the abolition of prejudices against Eastern European countries,

11. Encourages the member states to cooperate and further develop the existing life-long learning programs,
12. Recommends that all educational institutions (primary schools, high schools and universities) should be financed by the EU, including study material and school lunch,

13. Recommends all EU countries to evaluate their education system,

14. Draws the attention to the necessity of a student counselor in every state school, whose task is to inspire and advise the students on educational issues,

15. Authorizes a student council in every school to promote communication between students and teachers,
16. Urges that all teachers’ salaries within the EU should be raised,

17. Authorizes a new solo program that invites only teachers to participate in the life-long learning programs,
18. Further requests that teachers in Europe have similar education qualities,
19. Urges the EU to simplify the administration of study visa’s and to make them free of charge for young EU-citizens,

20. Supports the establishment of the ECTS (European Transfer and Accumulation System) and further requests for all member states to continue working on making the education systems more comparable by implementing them into their school systems,

21.  Recommends that diplomas in all member states have both national and EU grades translated from the ECTS on the same diploma, in order to encourage mobility within the EU,

22. Calls upon the EU to prevent such measures,

23. Calls upon all schools within the EU to create a healthier, more comfortable and more stimulating environment for students,
24. Instructs the President to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers.
