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The Committee on Industry Research and Energy submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament Stockholm

Resolution about the question of energy efficiency and dependence

A. Deeply concerned about the increasing amount of greenhouse gases and their consequences; 
B. Emphasizing the fact that not every country has the same possibilities to reach the energy goals set by the EU;
C. Aware of the challenges in reducing enough greenhouse gas emissions as the European Commission's 2030 roadmap[footnoteRef:1] towards the low carbon economy suggests, such as but not limited to;
i) EU citizens consuming energy inefficiently;
ii) the fluctuations of renewable energy;
iii) the financial problem given that the renewable energies are more expensive; [1:  Encourages the reduction of greenhouse gas emissions by 40% (based on the emissions in 1990) by 2030] 

D. Deeply disturbed by the fact that the different strategies of the Member States will make fulfilling the CO2 emission goals unrealistic; 
E. Taking into consideration the over-emission of greenhouse gas by industrial sectors;
F. Alarmed by the EU’s high dependency on foreign sources of energy (especially Russian and Arabic oil and gas supplies);
G. Deeply concerned by the increasing lack of investments into research and development of alternative energy sources;
H. Aware of the danger of nuclear power as it exists now;
I. Realizing the chemical and CO2 pollution caused by fracking[footnoteRef:2]; [2:  The extraction of shale fuels by using hydraulic liquids] 


1. Reminds the countries of the EU of their duty as member states to reach the goals set by the European Commission's 2030 roadmap towards low carbon economy,
2. Considers the requirement for a variety of power sources preferable to create a robust power supply where various power sources are preferable to different countries,
3. Calls upon EU funded campaigns to raise the awareness amongst the citizens of the European Union when it comes to energy inefficiency,
4. Further proclaims investments and prioritizing of renewable energy sources as well as a compensation system which financially supports environment-friendly decisions,
5. Declares accordingly the development of renewable energy sources by making long time investments, which secure both energy efficiency and support financial issues,
6. Requests further research in order to reach the 2030 goals on the topics of but not limited to,
i) the possibility of renewable energy storage,
ii) alternative energy sources,
7. Reminds the EU member states of the SET-Plan[footnoteRef:3], [3:  Strategic Energy Technology-plan, a research cooperation in the EU] 

8. Expresses its hopes of the realization of the European SuperGrid[footnoteRef:4] and urges member states to further research and develop the initiative, [4:  Common electricity grid of the EU and bordering regions] 

9. Recommends the reduction of the bureaucratic barriers between member states by unifying legislation regarding energy sources,
10. Encourages factories to produce their own renewable energy to the greatest extent possible,
11. Further requests an increase of the tax rate on the existing EU ETS[footnoteRef:5] program based on further research with United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change, [5:  EU Emission Trading System, a system where companies have a certain amount of tradable emission allowances] 

12. Supports the focus of energy imports from a diversity of foreign agents besides Russia and Saudi Arabia as a first step towards energy independence,
13. Draws the attention to increasing domestic energy production within the EU borders,
14. Trusts the possibility of energy buffers being built in all member states by 2030,
15. Requests that countries do not increase their amount of conventional fission power expecting that future projects[footnoteRef:6] will be able to replace them, [6:  i.e. fusion power, traveling wave reactor and liquid fluoride thorium reactor] 

16. Calls for strong restriction on the use of shale gas and oil in the EU region,
17. Instructs the President of the GA to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers.




The Committee on Employment and Social Affairs submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament Stockholm

Resolution about the question of an ageing society

A. Fully aware of the increasing retirement age in the European countries;
B. Taking into consideration the decreasing number of contributors to the pension fund and the growing amount of the pension related costs;
C. Deeply concerned about the lack of possibilities for the growing number of elderly people contributing to society;
D. Bearing in mind the problem of the baby boomers’ generation retiring soon;
E. Fully alarmed by the low birth rates in member states of the European Union and the predicted lack of labour force in consequence;
F. Aware of the unbalanced labour market concerning
i) The unequal distribution of academics and unskilled workers in the labour market;
ii) The lack of guidance for young people entering the labour market;
iii) Age discrimination;
G. Bearing in mind the lack of needed financial reserves of public insurance to cover the increasing medical costs;

1. Expresses its appreciation towards the positive aspects of demographical change,
2. Encourages European Union member states to create the possibility of a gradual retirement to reduce the amount of work for elderly people,
3. Recommends and financially supports the introduction of a 2-tier systemi,
4. Considers the introduction of a progressive pension system in countries that are not yet using it,
5. Encourages the European Union member countries to temporarily reserve more tax money for public pensions,
6. Approves of the EU to financially help the governments when the people born in times of significantly increased birth rates reach retirement,
7. Financially supports existing and future programs by charitable organisations for communication between young and old generationsii,
8. Calls upon the EIP on AHAiii to endorse more political activities in topics including the elderly for the elderly,
9. Supports the foundation of the GRANNY programme (Guiding Retirees Are Now Navigating Youth) to
i) Arrange vocational guidance partnerships between young and old,
ii) Encourage the old generation to present their work experiences in schools,
10. Declares the foundation of an organization to connect national projects supporting communication between and activities for families on an EU-wide basis,
11. Calls upon the governments of the member states to provide educational products,
12. Emphasizes the provision of an adequate number of professional and reliable childcare facilities in the EU member states,
13. Urges EU member states to enforce laws regarding discriminationiv at the workplace including but not limited to age discrimination,
14. Encourages EU-countries to provide the possibility of working after retirement age, taking individual needs into account,
15. Urges to reduce the existing bureaucratic barriers for immigrant workers to a minimum by
i) Decreasing the required minimum pay for workers applying for the EU blue card,
ii) Simplifying the process of applying for residence and employment permit,
16. Strongly advises the EU countries to add more vocational student counselling in their curricula,
17. Recommends companies to make internships, if not yet offered, possible for students,
18. Urges EU member states to reduce taxes on all medical treatment,
19. Draws the attention to increasing the awareness of a healthy lifestyle,
20. Requests EU member states to establish reserves for public insurance if not already provided,
21. Instructs the President to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers.
 



The Committee on Culture and Education submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament Stockholm

Resolution about the question relating to the innovation of higher education

A. Deeply concerned about the varying and too low teacher education levels;
B. Fully aware of the lack of standard curriculums in every member state;
C. Keeping in mind the significant differences between public and private schools;
D. Realizing the degree differences within the EU and hereby the failing recognition of some degrees in the EU member states;
E. Deeply regretting the low level of adolescents’ motivation to choose a vocational education in each member state;
F. Deeply disturbed by the amount of dropouts and high unemployment rates due to lack of information about the options of education;
G. Taking into account that higher education in several member states includes high cost, which creates an inequality between the populations in these member states;
H. Bearing in mind the lack of:
i) integration of immigrants;
ii) socialization of children in general; 
especially those who are not attending preschools or kindergartens, and throughout their educational career;

1. Recommends introducing an EU regulation including a standardized teacher training and a regular inspection of the teachers’ work by the country itself,
2. Supports a common teacher workshop, preferably abroad, so that teachers from different cultures can work together and learn from each other as well as bring back intercultural and international experiences to their home country,
3. Recommends a standard education/curriculum defining EU guideline,
4. Emphasises the need to improve language education starting at an early age,
5. Requests a general level system that every EU member state should be able to convert their own level system into,
6. Considers language classes for immigrants who do not speak the new language fluently with a general final test to prove their expertise also in the foreign language and to hereby accept the degree,
7. Calls upon a common understanding of which skills a degree should contain,
8. Encourages the creation of more schools with the possibility of an academic and a vocational degree,
9. Proclaims a multimedia information campaign on the benefits of vocational education, to make this system more attractive,
10. Urges member states to establish easily accessible information centres and websites, where students can seek advice about programs, grants, and job prospects within the EU, to help them increase their motivation and decide on a career path,
11. Authorizes a handing on of the further issue of high unemployment rates to the committee on Employment and Social Affairs,
12. Recommends the member states and especially the universities to enable students to earn money whilst they are studying at the same time,
13. Further requests the definition of a reasonable cost limit for university fees by the conference of ministers,
14. Encourages the committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs to adopt introductory clause H sub clause i and to work out a solution,
15. Authorizes a compulsory minimum visit of preschools or kindergartens at the age of 3 to 6,
16. Recommends preschool information days and an additional website to create awareness and increase the understanding of the necessity of preschools,
17. Supports a convention of a conference of the ministers for the arts and culture,
18. Requests a fund that takes care of all the financial needs in this resolution,
19. Instructs the President of the GA to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers. 




The Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament Stockholm
Resolution about the question of immigration and multi-ethnic societies

A. Noting with regret the high level of discrimination in EU member states, such as, 
i) lack of acceptance and tolerance towards minority groups including immigrants;
ii) local people discriminating immigrants and minority groups because of lack of knowledge about different cultures and religions; 
B. Deeply concerned by the language barriers created by immigrants not receiving a sufficient language education;
C. Having considered the difficulties for immigrants in the job market;
D. Noting with deep concern the increasing amount of illegal immigrants, and taking into consideration their background of having fled from their country of origin;
E. Observing the growing number of immigrants who exploit the benefit systems of richer European countries as social tourists; 
F. Fully aware of the unbalanced distribution of immigrants both in the scope of the EU and within each EU member state;

1. Further recommends the EU member states to educate pupils in acceptance towards social differences[footnoteRef:7] in societies, with the purpose of promoting understanding and to prevent prejudice, [7:  Religious, ethnical, minority groups, cultural etc.] 

2. Encourages the EU member states to raise awareness of minority groups through media and public spaces,
3. Requests the member states to create or further implement free language courses and,  
i)  strongly encourage immigrants to take part in those courses,
ii)  encourage refugees to take part in those courses,
4. Recommends helping immigrants find a job by offering them preparation in the respective domains, taking into consideration their previous education and work experience,
5. Supports immigrants to start their own businesses by lending them money and encourage them to take part in educational courses[footnoteRef:8], [8:  On basic business and economic skills ] 

6. Encourages the further observation of employers in order to avoid illegal employment,
7. Urges the EU to promote legal immigration by encouraging the member states to be more open towards refugees in relationship to the capacity of the host country,
8. Declares accordingly the EU member states to have stricter control on the immigrants’ efforts to find a job,
9. Supports the creation of a distribution law which will substitute Dublin3 for immigrants from non-European countries entering the EU member states, considering their population, the capacity of that country and the background of the immigrant[footnoteRef:9], [9:  Including relatives in a European country, their current family status and their educational background] 

10. Encourage every EU member state to welcome immigrants so a minimum percentage[footnoteRef:10] of their population are immigrants, taking into consideration the amount of asylum-seekers in the EU, [10:  Experts will investigate the concrete percentage ] 

11. Strongly recommends every EU member state to invent a distribution law for the individual region to spread the incoming immigrants throughout their country and their cities,
12. Instructs the President of the GA to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers.















The Committee on Foreign Affairs submits following resolution to the Model European Parliament Stockholm

Resolution about the question of the involvement of the EU in international conflicts 

A. Deeply disturbed that the bureaucratic structure of the European Union influences the time that is consumed on making crucial decisions, concerning Foreign Affairs;
B. Having considered the dependence of the EU on international institutions concerning international interventions and on the foreign policy of foreign states[footnoteRef:11]; [11:  NATO, OSCE, UNO] 

C. Aware of the parties´ support for extremist groups either in the country or in another country;
D. Alarmed by the fact that European citizens omit to extremist ideological groups such as the IS, and thereby posing a threat to the EU, return to the EU to advertise their agenda;
E. Bearing in mind whether the sovereignty of the countries has an impact on the actions of the EU or not;
F. Emphasizing our concern for the humanitarian crisis in areas caused by governments not letting humanitarian help into the area[footnoteRef:12]; [12:  e.g. the Gaza Strip] 

G. Concerned about the economy of the EU being too dependent on export and import from foreign countries;
H. Noting with deep concern that crises are prevented insufficiently by the EU, resulting in streams of refugees which the EU is unable to handle;
I. Aware of the threat of non-governmental extremist groups on an international level;
J. Convinced that the EU could play a more important role in international conflicts from outbreak until peace is restored;





1. Recommends that the procedure for approval of involvement in immediate conflicts is simplified by removing bureaucratic layers to make the decision making process faster, to ensure humanitarian help is given as fast as possible,
i) by limiting the amount of readings to two for the European Parliament and the European Council respectively,
 ii) 	by reducing the time-limit on the 2ⁿᵈ reading to 2 months down from 3 months, also        removing the possibility for a one month extension,
2. Emphasizes that the EU has still its own rights to intervene in crises as long as they proceed according to the international laws,
3. Considers the possibility that the EU increases the power of the European Defence Agency and the European External Action Service in order to not be dependent on international organization or foreign states[footnoteRef:13], [13:  NATO, OSCE, UNO] 

4. Recommends posing sanctions on parties supporting arms or funding the support of arms for extremist groups,
5. Strongly recommends teaching the public population in European countries about human rights and how the extremist ideological groups infringe these human rights on platforms such as, but not limited to,
                                                              i)      Schools,
                                                            ii)     Working places,
                                                          iii)      Public media,
6. Proclaims to define a law on the grey-zone of citizen who omit to extremist ideological groups, ensuring there is no threat to the EU, after returning[footnoteRef:14], [14:  Such as propaganda, terrorist attack] 

7. Encourages the EU to receive an invitation from either an international organization[footnoteRef:15] concerned with a specific crisis, from the country itself or from a significant civil group[footnoteRef:16], before military intervention is undertaken, to ensure territorial integrity, [15:  NATO, OSCE, UNO]  [16:  groups not violating the Declaration of Human Rights] 

8. Reminds the EU to call upon states to comply to the international laws and existing bilateral and multilateral treaties[footnoteRef:17], [17:  bilateral treaty = a legally binding treaty between two states; multilateral treaty = a legally binding treaty between three or more states ] 

9. Requests the EU to impose diplomatic and economic sanctions for governments not letting humanitarian help into the area[footnoteRef:18], [18:  e.g. the Gaza Strip] 

10. Authorizes the EU to make humanitarian aid headquarters around the world with the authorization of every country’s government,
11. Recommends to resort to resources available in the EU and to import goods from associate countries in order to build alternative markets,
12. Emphasizes the dire need for humanitarian help to reduce the displacement of the population in areas affected by a crisis, especially necessary when the EU is participating solving the crisis,
13. Requests investigative work on how to cut off extremist groups’ funding[footnoteRef:19], [19:  e.g. destroying smuggling channels used for illegal oil by the IS, posing sanctions on the buyers of the oil.] 

14. Requests the EU to cooperate with the government of the country where the conflict is taking place, in order to deal with armed extremist groups,
15. Encourages the EU to stay militarily neutral, if not invited[footnoteRef:20], and to be a mediator before and during conflicts to prevent and solve disputes by diplomatic means, [20:  See OC 6] 

16. Instructs the President to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers.












The Committee on Constitutional Affairs submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament Stockholm

Resolution about the question of how to increase public participation in the EU integration process
 
A. Alarmed by the change in political attitude linked to the gain of power of the right populist EU critical parties leading to decreased mutual cooperation within the parliament[footnoteRef:21]; [21:  European Conservatives and Reformists 9.32% in 2014 whilst in 2009 the percentage was 7.4%] 

B. Realizing that the EU parliament members are not representatives of their populations due to differences in;
i) level of education;
ii) working experience;
iii) communication methods;
iv) age;
v) social and economic status;
C. Taking into account that the member states prioritize their own advantages and consider the interests of the EU of minor importance e.g. avoiding restrictions and taxes;
D. Keeping in mind that the decreased level of election participation in member states affects the quality of democracy[footnoteRef:22]; [22:  In 1994 the participation rate was 56.7% in contrast to 42.5% in 2014 ] 

E. Deeply concerned about the lack of information given to the population before, during and after the EU elections;
i) considering the high influence of social heritage;
ii) leading to high numbers of blank votes;
iii) resulting in false accusations;
F. Observing the different economic situations in the EU member states resulting in an uneven distribution of information;
G. Having devoted attention to the absence of legitimacy of EU politicians from the EU citizens’ point of view[footnoteRef:23]; [23:  In ages 40-54, 51% believe that voting is an effective way of influencing EU decision making in 2012] 


1. Requests cooperation between the right populist EU critical parties and the rest of the EU parliament by finding common grounds and compromising,
2. Encourages the rest of the parties to understand the reasons to why the citizens voted for the right populist EU critical parties and afterwards try to make their message more comprehensible,
3. Calls upon an active political online forum to create a link between EU politicians and citizens where both parts can communicate,
i) continuously update and inform citizens about their work, current issues and solutions, 
ii) citizens should be able to express their opinion on given topics,
iii) formulated in a clear, understandable language,
4. Recommends politicians to address, interact and actively support all of the different groups in society,
5. Draws attention to the importance of the EU parliament by increasing both the objective and subjective media coverage,
6. Considers the parliament to unify and promote solidarity in case of a crisis such as a financial or natural,
7. Trusts that real-life social events driven by EU parliament parties may increase attendance on votes and raise awareness on the individual vote value,
i) before, during and after EU elections,
ii) national politicians will organise events in which citizens and politicians can both participate,
8. Proclaims national parties to inform the citizens about their ambitions and actions concerning the EU parliament,                  
9. Endorses schools to engage their students in politics by,
i) providing mandatory weekly 30 minute lessons about EU politics and current world events for upper and secondary school,
ii) arranging school elections,
iii) observing and controlling the influence from teachers and staff members,

10. Further recommends an organisation to be created to take responsibility for the distribution of the same amount of information with the goal of assisting countries with insufficient resources, by means of newspapers, ad campaigns and forums, 
11. Urges a foundation to be built to finance all programs mentioned above,
12. Instructs the President of the GA to forward the resolution to the European Parliament,
the European Commission and the Council of Ministers. 
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
