             RESOLUTIONS

The Committee on Foreign Affairs submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament Tartu, Estonia

Resolution about the question of external relations in the EU

A. Bearing in mind that the EU’s Eastern partners, which can be potential member states, are facing economic difficulties;
B. Having devoted attention towards the benefits of mutual partnerships between the EU and Eastern states, which are currently imbalanced;
C. Deeply disturbed by the Eastern states dependence on foreign powers through
i. pressure by military aggression

ii. the use of natural resources as a political weapon

D. Noting with regret the lack of results in achieving the aim of Eastern partnerships in some countries;
E. Recognizing possible risks with the enlargement of the European Union;
F. Noting the shortage of information and public discussion in Eastern countries regarding EU and the partnership agreements;
G. Bearing in mind the problems with democratic society in some Eastern European countries leading to 

i. different levels of press and speech freedom resulting from that

ii. high levels of corruption in  many of these states
1. Requests stronger cooperation through financing projects and exchanging programs between the EU and its Eastern partners,
2. Strongly recommends local cooperation with Eastern partners to establish a common goal following the needs of an individual state,

3. Calls upon a common policy regarding the consequences of aggression towards Eastern Partnership countries,
4. Encourages the EU to ease and increase trade of resources between the EU and the Eastern Partnership countries dependant on foreign resources and to avoid undermining these states´ independence,
5. Requests the Eastern states to audit and report the usage of financial aid from the EU to the European Court of Auditors,
6. Emphasizes that every step towards fulfilling the aim of the Eastern partners will be rewarded by the EU in a beneficial way to the country,
7. Further requests participation from possible future member states to follow EU-Standards including but not limited to

8. a stable economy

9. reliable government
10. freedom of speech and press

11. Calls upon the EU to organize awareness events to educate the public in the Eastern states on topics regarding the EU and general democratic values inside the EU,
12. Requests the EU to organize regional forums to create and stimulate public discussion in the Eastern states,
13. Encourages the Eastern Partnership states to cooperate with the OSCE when holding free, liberal elections and to make progress when it comes to become more democratic,
14. Supports the OSCE in said project by providing specialists and material aid,

15. Instructs the President of the General Assembly to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers.

The committee on Regional Development submits the following resolution to the Model

European Parliament Tartu, Estonia


Resolution about the question of smart cities
A. Desiring improvement in waste management;

B. Declaring the importance of energy efficiency and the reduction of carbon emission in cities;

C. Welcoming simplification of government accessibility for the citizens;

D. Acknowledging the need for more sustainable and space efficient housing to cope with an increasing population in cities;
Emphasizing the importance of a good transportation system for the city to be smart;
Calling upon a further improvement of the adaptation of cities for the ageing population;  

E. Bearing in mind that smart and well informed citizens are the footing of a smart city; 

1. Approves  the use of subsidizing the recycling of bottles,

2. Encourages improvement of waste management by providing citizens with the opportunity to sort waste,

3. Further requests an increased number of trash bins within the cities, in order to diminish general littering,
4. Requests a more biker friendly environment by creating more bike lanes,

5. Encourages the  use of solar lamps on streets,

6. Strongly recommends the creation of  the IEF (Improve Energy Fund) to,

i. subsidize local businesses who use food waste to produce biogas for public transportation

ii. reduce the prices of public transportation in order  to encourage citizens to use the public transportation

iii. support the “Park and ride” facilities

7. Urges city administrations to take energy efficiency into consideration when developing building techniques and infrastructure of cities,

8. Approves of more research put into  improvement of cars to be more environmentally friendly and smart while encouraging citizens to choose these cars,
9. Encourage cities to increase accessibility of services provided by the government by,

i. improving the support when providing the service

ii. increasing jobs in sectors linking government and citizens where there are shortages

iii. increasing the possibilities to communicate with the city administration

10. Further encourages cities to organize events for citizens to express ideas and increase cooperation between citizens and government,

11. Urges the use of smart city planning for the construction of housing and that they are space efficient as well as sustainable,

12. Urges the establishment of a multimedia campaign to,

i. encourage citizens to use public transportation and bikes more frequently

ii. encourage citizens to leave the car aside whenever possible

iii. educate the public about biking safety 

13. Supports a smart traffic system by,

i. adjusting the bus time tables according to an evaluation of passenger data

ii. creating flexible bus lanes during the peak hours

14. Reaffirms the European emission standards
,

15. Recommends smart parking systems such as apps like “Tap and Park”,

16. Requests the creation of the GRANDMA (Grand Responsible Agency for the Needs of elderly Men And women) with the purpose of counseling cities on how to adapt the city planning by taking into consideration the needs of the elderly population,

17. Further invites cities to organize city council sessions to,

i. enhance young peoples understanding of their government

ii. present the youths' expectations and ideas to the government

18. Instructs the President of the General Assembly to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers.

The Committee on Industry, Research and Energy submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament Tartu, Estonia

Resolution about the question of energy efficiency in the Baltic Sea Region

A. Gravely disturbed by the inefficient consumption of energy, and the lack of awareness related to this topic, in the Baltic States;
B. Deeply concerned by the fact that the Baltic States are currently lacking storage devices for different types of energy, such as gas and renewable energy;

C. Emphasizing that Russian companies, e.g. Gazprom and Itera, control a majority of the gas pipes and the storage device for gas in the Baltic States, which makes the countries highly dependent on the Russian gas market;

D. Keeping in mind that more research is necessary concerning the development of different sources of energy, such as:

i. Fossil fuels e.g. oil, natural gas, and coal, which are contributors to the greenhouse effect and global warming

ii. Renewable energy, e.g. wind, water, and solar power, which would be effective in the Baltic States

iii. Nuclear energy, especially in the matter of minimizing the nuclear waste, and storing it in an environmentally secure way

E. Taking into account that the only gas connection between the Baltic States and the rest of the European Union is between Estonia and Finland; 

F. Bearing in mind that the Baltic States would benefit from cooperating more within energy consumption, production, and planning, as they have common interests;

G. Drawing attention to the lack of interest in long term power plant projects, especially in the private sector;

H. Recognizing the fact that the Baltic States have a high demand for energy, and that a majority of it is supplied with fossil fuels, such as oil, coal, and natural gas, which are non-renewable and non-sustainable.

1. Supports that local and regional energy companies, such as Latvenergo, Lietuvos Energija, and Eesti Energia, focusing on renewable and sustainable energy sources, will be funded by the EU, which will lead to more energy independence, to improve the existing renewable energy network, such as water parks, windmills, etc., in both short term and long term.

2. Approves the construction of the new nuclear power plant in Visaginas, Lithuania, the project that is planned by the three Baltic States together, which will bring advantages for all three states, in order to reach the EU 2020 goals.

3. Calls upon funding that supports private industries to invest in new, more energy efficient industrial machines because the current machines use an unnecessarily high amount of energy, or to modernize already existing industrial machines.

4. Encourages the member states to start multi-media campaigns supporting efficient and responsible energy consumption to raise awareness and knowledge of the citizens.

5. Recommends financial support to companies improving their CSR  (Corporate Social Responsibility), especially the environmental responsibility, e.g. reducing CO2 emissions.
6. Proclaims to fund pumped-storage hydroelectricity devices and supports research and wide usage for alternative storage devices.

7. Financially supports the governments’ plans concerning the gas- and electricity connection, Nordbalt, between Sweden and the Baltic States, and Estlink II between Finland and Estonia, as well as further connections between the Baltic States and European Union countries, and the use of gas should be decreased in the future, as gas is the Baltic States’ main energy dependent source from Russia.

8. Proclaims the startup of the unified organisation, PB (Pipes of Balticum), responsible for creating and continuously monitoring new pipelines within the Baltic States, funded mainly by the Baltic States, and partly by the EU.

9. Calls Lithuania and Estonia to join the EERA (European Energy Research Alliance) in order to do more common research on renewable and fossil fuel energy.

10. Requests that the Baltic States take more prominent positions in Euratom, to do research on safer and more efficient nuclear energy.

11. Authorizes the Committee on Regional Development to do research on more efficient ways of using energy.

12. Recommends the planned construction of a common gas storage device, owned by the Baltic governments, in Syderiai, Lithuania, which, in combination with the gas storage device in Incukais in Latvia, would provide the Baltic States enough gas storage for one year when finished.

13. Proclaims the creation of the BSEA (Baltic States Energy Association), funded mainly by the Baltic States, and partly by the EU, which will consist of Baltic energy companies, Baltic States’ government representatives, and environmental organisations, to discuss comparative advantages, and focus on the development and sharing of energy technology and renewable energy, both in short term and long term, so as to discuss, plan, and subsidize projects that Baltic energy companies can carry out.

14. Instructs the president of the GA to forward the resolution to European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers.

The Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament Tartu, Estonia
Resolution about the question of immigration and multi-ethnic societies
A. Desiring a reduction of the differences in the immigration policies of EU member states;

B. Alarmed by the difficulties caused by the language barriers that the immigrants in the EU member states face; 

C. Concerned that education from other countries is not recognized in the EU and therefore immigrants have limited work opportunities;

D. Noting that immigrants may choose unemployment instead of working due to sufficient income from social support;

E. Worried about the high level of discrimination against immigrants within EU member states;

F. Observing the lack of knowledge about other cultures and religions throughout the world in EU member states leading to prejudice, stereotyping and less acceptance in the society;

G. Concerned by increasing ghettoization in the EU member states due to financial problems and segregation;

H. Concerned about the number of immigrants that commit crimes due to their socio-economical background; 

I. Fully aware of the growing number of rightwing extremist
 groups within the EU.
1. Requests the European Commission to update the Common Basic Principles of Immigration from 2004,
2. Calls upon the states to provide mandatory language training for immigrants,
3. Requests a standard for university education that is recognized in all the EU member states,
4. Requests a common set of regulations that will personalize the social support system in the EU member states to define whether an individual cannot work or does not want to work based on:

i. Education

ii. Age

iii. Gender

iv. Family status

v. Medical condition

vi. Background,
5. Establishes national councils in the EU member states, which decide on how to support immigrants based on their:

i. Initiative to work
ii. Initiative to become integrated,
6. Encourages European countries to emphasize on establishing social projects
 in order to minimize discrimination,
7. Decides on the establishment of an EU forum
 which discusses immigration matters;

8. Proclaims a multimedia campaign to educate about different religions, cultures and nationalities,
9. Urges to make ghettos more attractive for non-immigrants to reduce segregation by means such as but not limited to:

i. Encouraging cultural activities in the areas

ii. Upgrading the schools in the areas
iii. Making the areas more safe,
10. Encourages the governments in the EU member states to fund groups for youth such as but not limited to:

i. Sports groups
ii. Political groups
iii. Musical and artistic groups,
11. Recommends the member states to provide guidance to the young immigrants particularly within schools,
12. Condemns the use of violence and hate-speech against minorities, especially by right wing extremists,

13. Instructs the President of the General Assembly to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers.

The Committee on Culture and Education submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament Tartu, Estonia

Resolution about the question of educating young people to meet labour market demands

A. Observing that the pressure of the education system brings out early drop-outs and stress for students;

B. Aware of the insufficiency of the system’s focus on individual needs;

C. Deeply concerned about the lack of variety in educational methods as well as the level of teachers’ communication skills;

D. Alarmed by the lack of availability and promotion of extra-curricular activities;

E. Fully aware of the lack of the following in the EU:

i. a centralized education system,

ii. a standardized university diploma;

F. Noting with regret that many students have problems choosing the suitable education;

G. Noting with deep concern the negative image that is associated with vocational education;

H. Aware of the fact that teachers cannot fulfill their jobs due to schools in the EU spending money on miscellaneous costs rather than infrastructure and technology;

I. Concerned by the lack of courses students are able to choose from;

1. Recommends student counselling where teenage mentors help students with school matters as well as everyday matters.

2. Encourages compulsory attendance until 18 years of age.

3. Urges universities with entry requirements to change these in measures such as but not limited to:

i. having interviews,

ii. looking at grades of matter.

4. Calls upon countries to create a choice for students to extend the amount of years studied at upper-secondary school by one year.

5. Requests schools to start professional student counselling to help students with special needs.
6. Confirms the funding program that educates teachers on teaching methods such as but not limited to:

i. the use of technology,

ii. leadership & communication.

7. Encourages the EU to provide money to member states who then divide the money between schools that want to improve their extra-curricular activities.

8. Endorses the promotion of extra-curricular activities through media and communication between people.

9. Encourages member states to develop a standard for a universal educational base.

10. Requests an option for European citizens to transfer their university diploma in the desired EU country by taking this country’s national exam.

11. Further recommends professional career advisers to help students choose a suitable school.
12. Encourages cooperation between different schools and companies, for example shadowing.

13. Urges promotion of vocational education through media campaigns.

14. Calls upon a control by the competent authorities of how schools use the allocated funds.

15. Takes note of the fact that a larger amount and variety of courses in school is necessary.

16. Instructs the President of the General Assembly to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers.
The Committee on Constitutional Affairs submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament Tartu, Estonia

Resolution about the question of how to bring the citizens of Europe closer to each other and to the EU

A. Deeply concerned of the fact that euroscepticism exists, and that some citizens are against the idea of the EU;

B. Alarmed by the fact that citizens don’t believe in direct democracy or their chances to affect the decision making in the EU, e.g. by voting, implementation of legislation by the EU citizens;

C. Observing that citizens are in want of knowledge about their rights  as EU citizens, and of general political issues;

D. Taking into account that some EU citizens see threats to their safety by aggressive behaviour from neighbouring countries;

E. Regretting that EU citizens are losing interest in European politics, taking into account the fact that the voting turnout is low;

F. Noting with deep concern that the EU citizens need cooperation e.g. due to the missing feeling of unity, and believing that cooperation at any level will benefit the EU integration;

G. Keeping in mind problems EU citizens might have, because of the unawareness of the EU structure.
1. Strongly recommends the EU to provide people with knowledge of the advantages of the EU, keeping in mind and accepting the freedom of ideas and values. The methods might be as follows:

i. having open debates which are run not only by politicians, but also by professional debaters.

ii. seeking the attention of people not interested in politics through national TV commercials.

iii. creating web pages and events in social media where citizens receive news and have the chance to debate.

iv. creating a facebook application which both informs citizens about the European Union and entertains.

v. holding meetings in the unemployment centres about the possibilities and advantages of the EU citizens in the labour market.

vi. implementing political TV shows about the EU and the current issues to increase the political interest of the citizens. 

2. Calls upon the founding of a campaign explaining procedures that follow votings to the European Parliament.
3. Requests political parties to present their candidates for the European Parliament, so they can become more visible to the citizens.

4. Encourages citizens to become more aware of their right to use the European Citizenship Initiative by publishing materials about it. 

5. Urges all member nations to introduce more information about the EU citizens’ rights to their school curricula.

6. Proclaims a promotion of websites covering topics of the rights of the EU citizens .

7. Recommends the Committee on Culture and Education to address the problem of the lack of knowledge of general politics of Europe by adding more EU knowledge to the curriculum.

8. Further recommends to have debates between EU countries about potential threats and to find solutions in order to create a feeling of safety for every citizen.

9. Expresses its appreciation of the ‘Act React Impact’ campaign and supports its further existence, because of its positive influence.

10. Recommends the European Commission to increase and continue financial and political support for existing programmes and organizations that promote youth activities, e.g. Erasmus+, e.g. MEPs, EYPs, Youth Forum.

11. Encourages all EU member states to focus more on united European Citizenship and cooperation by enlarging the donations for international cooperation.

12. Requests the EU member states to increase the use of existing exchange programmes for citizens in order to provide knowledge about other EU countries and to socialize with other Europeans. The exchange programme have themes such as:

i. political/debating, e.g. MEPs,

ii. culture/art,

iii. sports,

iv. music and performing arts

v. science, etc. 
13. Calls upon providing more information about the EU structure for EU citizens in order to prevent their lack of trust.

14. Instructs the President of the GA to forward the resolution to the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of Ministers.
