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             RESOLUTIONS

The committee on Foreign Affairs submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament, Oslo, Norway

The question of security in the Arctic region. What challenges does the region face regarding civilian and military issues? What kind of resources are needed to safeguard sovereignty e.g?

A.
Alarmed by the lack of respect for the national borders between sovereign states;
B.
Fully acknowledges the importance of Arctic issues due to their impact on the EU;

C.
Concerned by the lack of actual neutral authority within the Arctic region;

D.
Alarmed by the recent militarization within the Arctic region between nations 

bordering the Arctic region;

E.
Admits that threats can be caused by the breaking of internationally recognized rules;

F.
Alarmed by the loss of national security due to increases in national economic growth;

G.
Notes with concern that there is a lack of a member state-funded emergency response 
force in the Arctic region;

1. Urges all member nations to respect the existing borders of sovereign states,

2. Proposes the establishment of an organisation called “the Arctic Region Administration” (ARA), which would help the involved countries to reach peaceful and democratic solutions to Arctic conflicts, by means such as, but not limited to:


i. acting as a forum for diplomatic discussion as an amelioration of tension 

ii. distribution of offshore territories,

3. Recommends that the ARA be encouraged to create collaborations between member states to ensure efficiency, by means such as, but not limited to:

i. promote trade routes 

ii. availability to use scientific facilities within the Arctic region regardless of state borders

iii. distribution of energy resources within the Arctic region,

4. Calls upon the EU to authorize a representative of the Arctic region with the task of:

i. serving as an ambassador for the Arctic region in the European Parliament, 

ii. looking after political and economic interests of the Arctic region,

iii. ensuring sovereignty and zones/borders of Arctic countries be respected by non-Arctic EU member states,

iv. stressing the importance of  the major share of raw materials and goods produced in the Arctic ending up within the EU,


5. Encourages the ARA to require all its member states to fulfill certain requirements (e.g. UNCLOS) to retain the benefits that accompany being a member of the ARA,

6. Further encourages the ARA to respond to violations of the determined rules by penal measures such as, but not limited to:
i. removal of benefits,
ii. removal of rights to vote for a set period,

iii. imposing sanctions varying in consequence, dependent on the degree of the violating businesses that operate within the Arctic region,

7. Creates an emergency response force
 (ERF) that can respond to any breach of security in the Arctic region,

8. Suggests that the ARA encourage its member states to contribute to a fund with the specific purpose of financing each representative and to fund other administrative fees,
9. Expresses its hope that the ARA suggest that each member state of the ARA designates a percentage of their military budget to the ERF, directly corresponding to the amount of territory each country holds in the Arctic region,
10. Encourages transparency within the ARA for the sake of peace between member states by means such as, but not limited to:

i. Having consultants
 within the ARA from the EU, in addition to member states,

11. Further encourages non-Arctic countries and political unions to have observers
 within the ARA.
The Committee on Environment, Public Health and Food Safety submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament Baltic Sea Region
Resolution about the question of how to promote sustainable development in the Arctic region when faced with climate change and the growth of mining, oil and gas pipelines, traffic etc.

A. Alarmed that the current use of natural resources and their way of discovery and extraction destroys our climate and  the affected ecosystems and environment;

B. Observing that the pollution of the arctic region has an impact on the health of endemic animals and indigenous people;
C. Aware of the melting of permafrost and its consequences, such as the release of greenhouse gases and the increasingly complicated infrastructural aspirations;

D. Taking into account that the yet to be completed infrastructure is going to cause further non-acceptable pollution;

E. Deeply concerned by the unsafe existing pipelines, lack of observation and the therefore caused pollution and depletion of biological resources;
F. Noting that the existing guidelines for activity in the Arctic Region are insufficient and result in an arbitrary exploitation of it;

1. Encourages international cooperation to accelerate and promote sustainable development, 

2. Authorizes the establishment of a fund to raise money for research and development of cleaner discovery and extraction processes and technologies, aspiring to have a positive impact on the economy and society,

3. Demands the cleaning up of existing pollution and the proper disposal of nuclear waste to guarantee the livelihood of endemic animals and indigenous people, 

4. Further requests treatment of people and wildlife affected by diseases resulting of water contamination, oil spills and pollution,

5. Recommends to focus infrastructural planning on transoceanic transport,

6. Demands further limitations of carbon dioxide and methane emissions to counteract the positive feedback loop
 which results from the melting of permafrost,
7. Demands that the planning of the yet to be completed infrastructure in the Arctic region orientates at the already happening development of eco friendly and safe modes of transports in eco cities, such as, but not limited to:
i) 
all ships shall be strengthened to withstand ice in order to minimize the risk of accidents,
ii) 
ships with a minimized negative effect on the environment,
iii) 
the ships trafficking the new routes in the Arctic should not be allowed to wash any tanks or dispose any garbage,
8. Calls upon companies to ensure that their employees are capable of working in the Arctic region fulfilling their job without unnecessarily harming the affected environment,

9. Suggests the long-term replacement of pipelines by new enhanced pipelines in order to reduce leakage,

10. Demands sufficient observation of pipelines, such as, but not limited to:
i. 
the use of 3P services
,
ii.
urging companies to hire workers tasked with observing the pipelines,

iii.
data exchange amongst companies,

iv.
regular checks of pipelines to test the quality, 

11. Transmits the duty of introducing a new binding set of rules and agreements concerning environmental issues, such as, but not limited to:
i.
the security of oil pipelines
ii.
decreasing emission of greenhouse gases
iii.
increased use of environmentally friendly technology 
iv.
punishment for illegal oil spills 

to the Arctic Council,
12. Encourages all states of the Arctic Region to obey the set of rules and agreements introduced by the Arctic Council and all its decisions, 

13. Urges all nations to actively and continuously engage in solving the aforementioned problems,

The Committee on Energy, Industry and Research submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament, Oslo, Norway

The question of how to ensure a more secure and sustainable energy system in Europe. Are green alternatives to gas and oil imports a successful way towards this goal? Can nuclear power and/or shale-fuels increase energy efficiency and independence?
A. Deeply concerned about the poisoning of water when producing energy using methods such as;

i. Fracking

ii. Oil drilling

B. Acknowledging the problems with the short- and long-term storage of nuclear waste;

C. Deeply concerned by the negative consequences
 that fracking has on the environment;

D. Deeply concerned about most industries focusing only on profit by using cheaper alternatives, which might damage the environment;

E. Bearing in mind the lack of attention regarding the consequences of climate change such as;

i. Climate refugees

ii. Natural disasters

iii. The increase of inequality

F. Noting with deep concern that not enough focus is put towards the long-term perspective on sustainable energy sources;

G. Alarmed by the dependence of EU-countries on others, which exports fuels for the EU-energy production;

H. Deeply concerned about the inefficient consumption of energy in the common households;

I. Alarmed by the heavy overconsumption of energy in the modern world;

J. Recognising the need for research to address the problem of energy loss during its transfer from one location to another resulting in energy being bound in one location;

K. Acknowledging the lack of efficient methods to store electricity;
1. Urges to put taxes on
;

i. Harmful chemicals

ii. Products of fracking and oil-drilling

2. Authorizes the creation of the organisation NUKE consisting of international experts which tackles the question of how and where to store nuclear waste,

3. Encourages governments to use environmentally friendly methods to dissuade companies from fracking worldwide,

4. Supports governments in finding ways to reduce the negative effects of fracking,
5. Further recommends governments to increase subsidies and therefore encourage businesses to use greener methods,

6. Urges to educate existing and potential climate refugees on growing climate resistant  and resident crops,

7. Promotes projects in schools in which trees are planted to hopefully balance out the carbon-dioxide and oxygen ratio,

8. Calls upon the EU to establish a fund that EU countries pay according to their greenhouse gas emissions. The fund shall be used for development aid in countries affected by the desertification and/or natural disasters caused by climate change. The fund is also meant to serve as an example for the UN to implement in other countries,

9. Suggests creating an organization of international experts who define and research safe and renewable energy sources for the future,

10. Urges countries to increase the use of energy sources with no or fewer negative effects on global warming such as;

i. Nuclear power in the short-term with further research

ii. Hydropower and wind power

11. Encourages countries to use their own domestic resources in the most efficient and ecological way such as replacing generation one power plants with new and safer ones,

12. Supports the subvention of harnessing renewable resources in private households while furthermore recommending governments to encourage citizens to reduce their consumption of energy and water by implementing a system where a household using under the average of water and energy, measured by the amount of persons in the household, receive financial support,

13.  Introduces a multimedia campaign to inform households about how they can be a part of the solution regarding energy inefficiency,

14. Suggests that government-run services
 begin using renewable and efficient energy sources,

15. Expresses its hope in increasing the amount of funding and research into energy grids and further invites governments to decentralize energy production,

16. Supports the research of hydrogen energy storage and the infrastructural needs that hydrogen energy has, while further proclaims the invention of other storing methods,

The Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament.

Resolution about the question of how to guarantee the human rights of indigenous peoples, e.g. the Sami, and minorities in general in Europe at present.

A. Aware of the discussion about the lack of minority language e.g. Sami, in the educational system;
B. Recognizing that there is no clear definition of minorities and indigenous people;
C. Realizing that there is not a satisfactory political representation of indigenous people and minorities in national decision-making;
D. Alarmed by the seizure of Sápmi
 by the government without the Sami people's consent;
E. Expressing its disapproval of the limited rights of Sami industries such as the fishermen;
F. Declaring a necessity for a hunting priority for the Sami people in Sápmi;
G. Keeping in mind the importance of educating the national population about minorities and indigenous people;
H. Aware of the lack of research and statistics regarding the adherence
 to rules intended to uphold Sami rights and discrimination against the Sami people;
I. Alarmed by the injustice caused by the Swedish court’s placement of the burden of proof
 on the Sami claimant in cases regarding land ownership;
J. Deeply concerned about the fact that the legal aid in Sweden does not provide financial support for Sami litigants
, e.g. Sami villages, in cases regarding land ownership. 
1. Recommends the support of organizations such as IWGIA
 and FUEN
, which
help indigenous people to know their human, territorial and cultural rights,

2. Further pursues the schools to provide free Sami after school lessons, especially in schools with a high request of these lessons,
3. Strongly encourages the EU to provide a more clear and understandable definition of minority groups and indigenous people,
4. Urges the parliaments to constitute a counseling committee only consisting of Sami representatives, chosen by the Sami parliament, who holds advisory power in national decision-making,
5. Endorses the government to revise the legislation on the Sami people’s rights to their land,
6. Strongly urges that the government's seizure of Sápmi can only happen if justified by the profitable outcome for the whole population; e.g. the discovery of natural resources,
7. Draws the attention to the need of compensating the Sami’s loss of land with an area similar in size, type and if connected to an industry the same amount of resources and the affected Sami people shall influence in what form the definite compensation may be,
8. Calls upon nations with Sami industries to create laws to uphold rights for the respective industries, similar to the Norwegian reindeer husbandry act,
9. Emphasizes the necessity for prioritizing the Sami people’s hunting rights on their own land,
10. Calls upon the addition of an obligatory education about minorities and indigenous people in the country of residence to the existing curriculum, starting in the primary years,
11. Requests allocation of funds by the government towards research of the Sami situation by the committee of Sami people, such as but not limited to:
I. population in each country
II. demography 
III. adherence to legislation, intended to uphold Sami rights, by the government
IV. discrimination of the Sami people 
12. Further encourages the transition of the burden of proof in cases regarding Sápmi, to the side of the government, assuring a more just outcome in said cases,
13. Authorizes the collective right to legal aid, provided by the government, for all Sami litigants in cases regarding land ownership against the state.
The Committee on Women´s Rights and Gender Equality submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament, Oslo, Norway

The question of gender stereotypes in relation to young people. Nowadays the differences between male and female roles are small, however mass media still perpetuates traditional gender stereotypes. In what way can/should these be challenged?
A. Recognizing the fact that women are often sexualized especially in order to promote and sell certain products;
B. Fully aware of the fact that media sets an unrealistic beauty standard for women to strive to obtain, which negatively contributes towards lower self-esteem;
C. Alarmed by the fact that slut shaming is present in today’s society, especially amongst young people;
D. Aware that media has great influence and power to manipulate and spread stereotypes and objectification; 
E. Taking into account that a lack of awareness concerning genders can lead to gender stereotypes;
F. Deeply alarmed by the fact that there is confusion regarding the definition of feminism;
G. Deeply concerned with the lack of information available and misrepresentations of different genders; 
H. Sadly realizing the existing expectations regarding men’s professional life and public appearance;
I. Noting with regret that feminine behavior of men is looked down upon by society
J. Observing the suppression of emotions expected of men by society;
1. Strongly condemns and advises against the sexualization of women in order to promote and sell certain products,
2. Requests that the media show a more diverse image of females by showing women of different;
i. body types
ii. ethnicity
3. Requesting that media clearly informs
 consumers if advertisements have been manipulated, by means such as but not limited to;
i. photoshopping
ii. retouching
iii. makeup 
4. Encourages media and schools to raise awareness of freedom of expression and right of individual choice making concerning sexual orientation and sexual intercourse,

5. Requests slut-shaming to face the same intolerance as other forms of bullying,
6. Requests the review of the content of various commercials by the Media Supervision Panel (MSP)
, and thus preventing the degradation of any gender,

7. Further invites the creation of empowering campaigns, such as but not limited to the Dove campaign,

8. Encourages men to join the conversations about gender equality in a productive and open-minded way for example by supporting and further developing campaigns such as the #HeForShe campaign,
9. Recommends a prevention of gender stereotypes among the younger generations by providing information and implementing it into all national curriculums and this information should concern matters such as, but not limited to;
i. the different genders 
ii. their abilities 
iii. their importance in today’s society 
10. Requests that the EU runs an annual multimedia information campaign about different genders and feminism,
11. Encourages mass media to eradicate gender stereotypes instead of promoting them by means such as, but not limited to including positive and realistic images and representation of all genders in media.
12. Urges all EU members to realize that there is no such thing as a gender specific occupation, and encourages all member nations to introduce scholarships for people who want to study programs dominated by another gender,
13. Encourages individuals to stop the discrimination towards men who do not conform with traditional manly norms,

14. Recommends educational facilities in the EU to stop discouraging men to express their feelings starting from an early age, as well as other people accepting it.
The Committee on Culture and Education submits the following resolution to the Model European Parliament, Oslo, Norway

The question of how to empower young people to become active citizens and to have more say in the solution and decision making process in their societies. What role can/should social media play in this process?
A. Deeply concerned about the high rate of digital illiteracy among all generations especially bearing in mind how important media literacy is in a globalised world; 

B. Emphasizing the importance of both European, national as well as international youth organisations and programmes, such as but not limited to the MEP, MUN and Erasmus + and their role in culture and education; 

C. Alarmed by the small number of options for youth to have a say in the decision making process;

D. Being aware of the lack of communication between both youth and political leaders/decision makers as well as between countries regarding methods in which youth can be empowered; 

E. Recognising the lack of knowledge amongst youth of different countries and cultures; 

F. Keeping in mind, that the role of social media in terms of education, youth empowerment and political questions is not well defined; 

G. Alarmed by the scarce availability of programmes as well as subjects in schools and universities that guide youth to become active citizens;

H. Concerned about the lack of encouragement for youth to take part in the development of their societies; 

1. Expresses its hope that digital illiteracy will decrease through the introduction of classes and programmes supported and offered by the DG EAC
, 

i. Further suggests that classes supported by the DG EAC focus on how to make it easier for youth to become active citizens, 

ii. Classes in schools and other educational institutions, 

2. Requests that already working youth programmes are supported or further developed by, for example but not restricted to:

i. Expanding the Erasmus+ exchange program for younger people
, 

ii. The continuation of funding projects such as but not limited to  “Voices of Youth”,

3. Calls upon politicians to place youth representatives
 in secondary education, in commissions and committees, both local and national level, 
4. Further proclaims the foundation of a youth delegation in the European Parliament, which has a consulting function,

5. Suggests the expansion of student democracy
 as a way to engage and empower youth, 

6. Recommends lowering the voting age to 16 on a local basis, 

7. Considers that increased involvement in social media by political leaders with the help of young and innovative party-members, to create a gateway of communication between youth and the decision making establishment,

8. Recommends the invitation of political experts to secondary schools and universities, in order to display the youth engagement and thus raise the reputation of youthful influence in politics and enable direct communication,

9. Encourages every country to either create or expand the amount and awareness of youth councils within the country on a local and national level, with means that are easily accessible for youth and used on a daily basis, 

10. Welcomes every member country to either adopt or expand their global citizenship programmes
 in their educational systems, so international communication is able to increase on a daily basis amongst the youth, 
11. Recommends an easily accessible international database for young people, where necessary information regarding current international issues along with information about how to be an active citizen is summarised,
i. With the aim of making this database well-known and popular, it is necessary to create an informative campaign via social media, 
12. Recognizing the problem of unequal opportunities amongst youth, calls upon the founding of a fund named SFYD
 in order to financially support EU citizens wanting to partake in youth programmes, such as but not limited to the MEP,

i. Further recommends non-EU member countries to establish similar funds.
